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The Pacific Music Festival (PMF), founded in the summer of 1990 through the advocacy of Leonard Bernstein and now with over 30 years of history,
was impacted greatly by the COVID-19 pandemic. But in 2022, with restrictions on international travel gradually easing, the festival was able to
welcome artists including conductors, faculty, and Academy members from abroad, presenting an international PMF Orchestra for the first time in 3
years.

A Word of Appreciation

We would like to express our sincere appreciation for the generous support of the Main Sponsors, of all of the supporting companies and
organizations, and of the people of Sapporo and beyond.

This year, the festival took place for 18 days from July 16 to August 2, and during that time 25 concerts in Sapporo, Greater Hokkaido, and Tokyo
were enjoyed by 13,322 people. Ken-David Masur, who has conducted orchestras around the world, led the PMF Orchestra as Guest Conductor in a
performance including the Japan premiere of Ukrainian composer Valentin Silvestrov’s “Hymn — 2001” at the Opening Concert on July 16. Audiences
were once again able to enjoy the “harmony of peace” embodied in the PMF Orchestra.

In the second half of the festival, Lahav Shani — one of the most sought-after conductors of his generation, who succeeded Maestro Zubin Mehta as
Music Director of the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra after Mehta’s half-century of service with the orchestra — appeared on the PMF stage for the first
time, as Principal Conductor. His program with the PMF Orchestra included Prokofiev’s Piano Concerto No. 3 with jazz pianist Makoto Ozone, who
in recent years has focused in earnest on classical repertoire as well, attracting large audiences and garnering critical acclaim for his technique and
incomparable beauty of expression.

As part of the festival’s music outreach and educational program, the Link Up Concert also took place for the first time in 3 years, and nearly 580
sixth graders from Sapporo elementary schools participated, singing and performing with the PMF Orchestra on handmade percussion instruments.
The students’ smiles and lively voices filled the hall with the joy of music. Other outreach activities supported by the festival’s main sponsors included
the Street Piano project held at a commercial facility in Sapporo, and the hands-on musical instrument “TOUCH & TRY” event held at the Picnic
Concert. These events provided the public with opportunities to experience music and musical instruments in casual settings.

On the other hand, we were still unable to reinstate certain concerts aimed at bringing music to people who find it difficult to attend concert halls,
such as volunteer concerts at hospitals and special-needs schools, or concerts in public spaces aimed at providing music for passersby to freely enjoy,
due to ongoing pandemic-related restrictions.

We sincerely hope to be able to welcome even more international Academy members at PMF 2023, and to provide more programs to bring classical
music to the people of Sapporo and the world.

We will do our utmost to ensure that this international cultural and artistic work, in which Sapporo and Japan take great pride, can continue, and can
grow, and it is to this end that [ ask for your continued cooperation and support.
