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A Word of Appreciation

The Pacific Music Festival (PMF), founded in Sapporo in the summer of 1990 through the advocacy of Leonard Bernstein, had to be canceled in 2020
for the first time in its history due to the global spread of Covid-19, therefore making 2021 a crucial year for PMF to secure its position anew as an
international educational music festival. With its focus on finding a path forward, the festival was able to reopen this year, and to “connect PMF to the
future.”

To this end, the generous support of the Main Sponsors, of all of the supporting companies and organizations, and of the people of Sapporo and beyond
was absolutely vital. I am grateful to you all from the bottom of my heart.

Unable to invite Academy or faculty from abroad to gather in Sapporo this year, the “PMF Orchestra JAPAN” was formed from musicians based in
Japan — Academy members, PMF alumni, and principal orchestra players — and both their orchestral and chamber performances were enthusiastically
received. The Opening Concert was an especially dynamic performance of an all-American program conducted by internationally active PMF alumnus
Keitaro Harada, with listeners resoundingly expressing their joy at the reopening of PMF.

Efforts were also made to broaden PMF’s reach, including the first “PMF Classical Lab,” a program designed to help listeners explore the inner
workings of the orchestra and deepen their enjoyment of classical music.

We actively promoted new online initiatives as well, such as lesson videos featuring PMF faculty in Europe and the United States teaching members
of the Academy whose participation was cancelled in 2020, and Digital Concerts made up of faculty ensemble performance videos, all recorded in their
respective locations.

Many performances were presented after the July 23 Opening Concert, but sadly, upon discovering Covid-19 infections, we made the decision to
cancel the second half of the festival. After the cancellation, we received messages of gratitude from the Academy, along with many words of
encouragement from sponsors and fans, and it is my belief that presenting the festival was ultimately deeply meaningful. On the basis of this year’s
efforts, we will be able to ensure that PMF is held again next year, and that we will be able to invite Academy members from countries around the globe,
showcasing their wonderful music to the world.

The international educational Pacific Music Festival has now sent over 3,600 young musicians and has come to be counted as one of the top 3
educational music festivals in the world. We will do our utmost to ensure that this international cultural and artistic work, in which Sapporo and Japan
take great pride, can continue, and can grow, and it is to this end that I ask for your continued cooperation and support.
