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A Word of Appreciation

The Pacific Music Festival (PMF), founded in the summer of 1990 through the advocacy of Leonard Bernstein, now has marked its 3 3rd
implementation — a rich history that continues to accumulate thanks to the passion and dedication of a great many people. The 2023 PMF
Orchestra was comprised of 74 young musicians (the PMF Academy) selected from among 1,090 applicants from 68 countries and regions,
and during a span of 21 days from July 12 to August 1, they performed 27 concerts in Sapporo, Greater Hokkaido, and Tokyo.

In the first half of the festival, conductor Krzysztof Urbatiski, known for his ongoing great strides on the world stage, made his triumphant
return to the PMF stage after 12 years. His powerful, grand-scale PMF Orchestra concerts featured Shostakovich's Symphony No. 5,
captivating large audiences. In the latter half of the festival, esteemed Scandinavian maestro Thomas Dausgaard appeared at PMF for the
first time. Dausgaard's dynamic conducting style and vibrant performances by the PMF Orchestra received widespread acclaim, especially
for Bruckner's final masterpiece, the Symphony No. 9, with a fourth movement completion.

Additionally, in the midst of the waning pandemic, we worked to revive and enrich programs beyond orchestral concerts that had been
suspended, including concerts held in public spaces in the city for passersby to casually enjoy, and a volunteer concert at a special needs
school. These initiatives allowed us to deliver world-class music to many who had eagerly awaited their return.

Further, at the educational outreach PMF Link Up Concert, 662 Sapporo elementary school students sang and played both recorders and
handmade percussion instruments alongside the PMF Orchestra. Kitara's Main Hall served as a beautiful backdrop for the children, who
had diligently prepared for this day, and whose smiles filled the hall along with their music.

As a result of numerous such events, the total number of attendees climbed to 17,206, significantly surpassing last year's numbers. From
chamber music to orchestral performances to various hands-on programs, PMF 2023 offered a multitude of enjoyable experiences to all
who attended.

All of this is made possible by the generous support of our Main Sponsors, supporting companies and organizations, individual donors, and
the citizens of Sapporo, to whom we express our sincerest gratitude.

We at PMF will continue to do our utmost to uphold Leonard Bernstein's legacy and to develop PMF towards a bright future as an
internationally acclaimed educational music festival that Sapporo and Japan present with pride on the global stage.
