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A Word of Appreciation

The international educational Pacific Music Festival (PMF) in Sapporo, founded by Leonard Bernstein in 1990, has now marked its 34th
implementation, and our desire to carry on Bernstein's vision of contributing to world peace through music education remains unwavering.
This year, 85 young musicians from 25 countries/regions (the PMF Academy) were selected to form the PMF Orchestra. Thirty concerts
were presented between July 10 and July 30 to a total of 21,273 listeners, representing a 20% increase in attendance compared to last year,
before the festival came to its successful close.

This success would not have been possible without the generous support of our Main Sponsors, Main Supporting Company, and all
supporting companies and organizations, as well as individual donors, the citizens of Sapporo, and PMF fans around the world. To each of
you, we hereby humbly express our deepest gratitude.

In the first half of the festival, Elias Grandy made his triumphant return to PMF as Guest Conductor, after having been a member of the
PMF Orchestra Academy in 2004 as a cellist, and as a member of the Conducting Academy in 2012. His spirited rendition of Stravinsky’s
Firebird suite proved powerful and inspiring to audiences at this year’s PMF Orchestra Concert.

Then in the second half of the festival, world-renowned maestro Manfred Honeck made his PMF debut. His passionate conducting brought
out the full potential of the PMF Orchestra in one of his specialty pieces, Mahler’s Symphony No. 5, the beauty of his interpretation across
its spectrum from delicate softer passages to vibrant tutti passages garnering high praise from all around.

Many initiatives were taken to reach new listeners, such as the new Picnic Concert Bus Tour, providing transportation from downtown
Sapporo to the Sapporo Art Park on the concert day, outreach concerts and the Street Piano project as part of our musical outreach
program, and even events allowing attendees to try playing an instrument themselves.

The Link Up Concert was presented once again this year, with 750 Sapporo City elementary school students participating. After preparing
the music in advance at their respective schools, they sang and performed on recorders and handmade instruments along with the PMF
Orchestra, filling Kitara’s Main Hall with the enthusiasm and laughter of children expressing themselves through music.

In the coming year we will strive to further enrich the festival, making classical music more accessible to the people of Sapporo and beyond,
carrying on Leonard Bernstein’s legacy, and developing PMF toward a bright future as an internationally acclaimed educational music
festival that Sapporo and Japan can present with pride on the global stage. To this end, we humbly ask for your continued unwavering
support.
